What will you 
learn? 

 
America, 1920–1973: Opportunity and inequality: 
This period study focuses on the development of the USA during a turbulent half 
century of change. It was a period of opportunity and inequality – when some 
Americans lived the 'American Dream' whilst others grappled with the nightmare of 
poverty, discrimination and prejudice. 
 
Conflict and tension in Asia 1950 - 1975: Korea and Vietnam: 
This wider world depth study investigates a time of international conflict. Studying the 
how and why the conflicts happened and why it was so difficult to resolve the tensions 
that arose. We will also focus on the role of individuals and groups in shaping change 
as well as how they were affected and influenced by international relations. 
  
Britain: Health and the people: c1000 to the present day: 
This thematic study will enable students to gain an understanding of how medicine 
and public health developed in Britain over a long period of time. It considers the 
causes, scale, nature and consequences of short and long term developments, their 
impact on British society and how they were related to the key features and 
characteristics of the periods during which they took place. 
  
Norman England, c1066–c1100: 
This option allows students to study in depth the arrival of the Normans and the 
establishment of their rule. The depth study will focus on major aspects of Norman 
rule, considered from economic, religious, political, social and cultural standpoints of 
this period and arising contemporary and historical controversies.
